Scoliosis screenings for female students in Grade 5 will be
starting on Wednesday and Thursday, January 10" & 11t
2024.

Simply stated, Scoliosis is a sideways curvature of the spine. In
it's early years, it is painless and appears gradually, especially
during the early teenage years. Approximately 7 to 10% of
children in this age group develop Scoliosis, and 2 to 3 % will
o e require treatment. If the condition is detected early and

8 appropriately treated, spine deformity can be prevented.

The procedure for screening is simple. The school nurse will
inspect the student’s spine as she stands and bends forward. If
your child has a possible curvature, you will be notified
immediately and it will be recommended that you take your
child to your family physician, pediatrician, or an orthopedist
for further examination.
